SFE trained all in all 375 health volunteers in the villages,
helped and equipped 19 health centers with water filter
systems, trained 51 nurses in the detection of the cases,
equipped the central laboratory to perform the diagno-
sis of tuberculosis, listed and treated 176 patients and
especially during 5 years, our teams made a follow-up
village by village.
